Introduction

To comply with State regulations, Tindall Corners Consolidated Water District, will be annually issuing a report describing the quality of your drinking water.  The purpose of this report is to raise your understanding of drinking water and awareness of the need to protect our drinking water sources.  The system is a purchase water system of the Mohawk Valley Water Authority (MVWA), meaning all water is purchased from the MVWA and distributed through our water mains to customers.  Attached is the MVWA Annual Water Quality Report.  The report includes details about where your water comes from, what it contains, and how it compares to State standards.

Where does our water come from?

Our water system serves 200 people through 145 service connections. Our water source is the Mohawk Valley Water Authority Water System. 

Are there contaminants in our drinking water?

In addition to the MVWA sample results (see attached), the Tindall Corners Water District Water System routinely tests your drinking water for coliform bacteria and disinfection residuals. The table presented below depicts which compounds were detected in your drinking water.

Notes:

1 - Total coliform were detected in two samples during 2006 (6/27 and 11/28).   Follow-up samples indicated no contamination was found. Coliforms are bacteria that are naturally present in the environment and are used as an indicator that other, potentially harmful, bacteria may be present.  No E.coli were found in any of the samples.

2 - The levels presented represent the average and range of the levels reported on the microbiological sampling reports. 

3 - Value presented represents the Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL) which is a level of disinfectant added for water treatment that may not be exceeded at the consumer’s tap without an unacceptable possibility of adverse health effects. MRDLs are currently not regulated but in the future they will be enforceable in the same manner as MCLs. 

Definitions:

Maximum Contaminant Level  (MCL): The highest level of a contaminant that is allowed in drinking water.  MCLs are set as close to the MCLGs as feasible.

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG): The level of a contaminant in drinking water below which there is no known or expected risk to health.  MCLGs allow for a margin of safety.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL): The highest level of disinfectant allowed in drinking water.  There is convincing evidence that addition of a disinfectant is necessary for control of microbial contamination.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal (MRDLG): The level of a drinking water disinfectant below which there is no known or expected risk to health.  MRDLGs do not reflect the benefits of the use of disinfectants to control microbial contamination.  
Action Level  (AL): The concentration of a contaminant that, if exceeded, triggers treatment or other requirements that a water system must follow.

Non-Detects (ND): Laboratory analysis indicates that the constituent is not present.

Milligrams per liter (mg/l): Corresponds to one part of liquid in one million parts of liquid (parts per million - ppm). 

What does this information mean?

As you can see by the table, our system had no violations.  We have learned through our testing that some contaminants have been detected; however, these contaminants were detected below the level allowed by the State. 

On June 27 and November 28, 2006, Total Coliform bacteria were detected in routine water samples.   Follow-up samples indicated no contamination was found.  Coliforms are bacteria that are naturally present in the environment and are used as an indicator that other, potentially harmful, bacteria may be present. Neither Total Coliforms nor E. coli were detected in the required repeat samples taken. 

Is our water system meeting other rules that govern operations?

During 2006, our system was in compliance with applicable State drinking water operating, monitoring and reporting requirements.
